SUNDAY SERVICE
Our Sunday service happens at 11 am on the Barge.

Growth Groups provide an opportunity for Christians
who are part of the Barge Sunday Church to study
the Bible, and pray together. It’s a great way to get
to know others better and to get to know God better.
Groups meet 7.30-9 pm on Wednesdays. Growth
Groups include a special focus on prayer once a
month. There is a choice of mixed or single-sex
groups. There is also a Tuesday morning Growth
Group for women at 10 am on the Barge. And there
are Sunday options for those who can’t make any of
the other days.
